Information, link to the mainland, what’s happening elsewhere?

National/global connection.

Having concrete actions 

Making it appealing – like gardening, which are icebreakers, bite sized, before people want to get further involved.

Obsessions about cleanliness and health risks (animals at schools)

Consumerism

Built in obsolescence (of commercial products)

Inefficiency in electrical/fuelled products
Uncertainty about issues, processes, eg, What’s a World Café?

Problems seen as too big

Potential to see it costing lots of money or time

Don’t see the need for change, or generally disinterested

Seen as being the same people involved each time

Lack of forward planning by local council
